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Students are required to take both officially recognized indigenous language certificate, and the
et second indigenous language certificate (or 36 hours lesson) except mother tongue
remark language. The minimum indigenous language requirement is high-intermediate level. The
minimum for second indigenous language lesson is 36 hours, which cannot be counted to
graduation credits.
Those who take a second dialect of the same language can be counted towards the second
Indigenous language certificate.
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Taking courses other than from this department is eligible. The minimum credits for out-of-
department is six.
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Research Methods (1) and Research Methods (1) courses in the sophomore year are not
restricted to the prerequisite regulation and can be taken in any order.
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
